Annoucement on the accession of Croatia to the EU
From 1 July 2013 Croatia is becoming a new Member State of the European Union. 
In order to eliminate the possible doubts on application of transitional provisions in the area of the customs union due to the accession of Croatia, the European Commission elaborated the information document TAXUD/A2/SPE/2013/058-EN of 28 March 2013 (updated on 2 April 2013) – EU enlargement 2013, Accession of the Republic Croatia to the EU.
This document includes information, which may be useful for customs administrations, economic operators and other interested parties participating in the turnover of goods between the old Member States and Croatia, inter alia information with respect to validity at accession of authorizations granted by the Croatian customs administration before accession, rules on accepting the proof of preferential origin, rules on repayment and remission of import duties.
Therefore we invite you to be introduced to this document.
